MRN Council Adopts Action Plan for

New Fiscal Year

At its June 18, 2006 meeting the MRN Council adopted an
action plan for the new fiscal year which runs from July 1,
2006 through June 30, 2007. One of the MRN project’s
emphases will be increasing its communication with
members by regular newsletter publication (see related
survey on page 3), and regional educational opportunities
dealing with ways to reduce stigma while increasing
public understanding and support for recovery. Other
items in the action plan include:

—A celebration of recovery at Busch Stadium scheduled
for September 17th at the Cardinals vs. Giants game (see
related article on page 2).

—Another Recovery Rally similar to the one held in April,
2006.

—Monitoring of legislation and public policy initiatives, as
well as a leadership role in advocacy.

—Participation in national media campaigns and
collaboration with other orgamzations at state and
national levels.

Meanwhile MRN will move toward financial self-
sufficiency. A plan for membership dues will be proposed
and implemented and other sources of support will be
explored. The Missouri Recovery Network has been
grateful for eight wyears of financial support from the
Department of Mental Health’s Diwvision of Alcohol and
Drug Abuse, but this support will end in 2007.
